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enjoyable and meaningful for all pupils, developing confidence, competence and creativity and 
an awareness of the importance of an active, healthy lifestyle for wellbeing. You will also be 
responsible for incorporating behaviour management styles that allow students to become 
accustomed to managing their own behaviour to prepare them for senior school. 
  
The appointed Physical Education Coach will need a proven, excellent track-record of:  

• Planning and teaching KS1 and KS2 Physical Education within the framework of the 
English National Curriculum. 

• Setting high expectations which engage, motivate and challenge pupils.

• Communicating effectively with parents with regard to pupils’ achievements and
